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Abstract

From the time human beings are born, they are forever confronted with the
phenomena of pleasure and happiness. These two concepts are very close but there
are major differences and that is that pleasure is also used in momentary cases, and
happiness is used only for lasting or relatively lasting pleasures. Ibn Sina and Mulla
Sadra completely separated these two concepts and provided separate definitions for
them. There is a deep relationship between pleasure and happiness. Psychology has
a direct effect on pleasure and happiness. According to the perceptual powers of the
soul, it considers different levels for pleasure and happiness, among which it
considers intellectual pleasure and intellectual or spiritual happiness in terms of
evidence, proof, and quantity and quality of superior than other pleasures and
happiness. And among the powers of the soul, it is the only intellectual power that
has not been destroyed by death, and in the world of the hereafter, ultimate happiness
and pleasure will be determined by it. The method used in this article is descriptive
and analytical and the method of collecting materials is library.
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Pleasure and happiness have different meanings from the point of view of
philosophers, and their meaning is related to each philosopher according to the type
of attitude and worldview he has. Ibn Sina in his writings expresses several definitions
of pleasure. The most comprehensive and complete definition of Sheikh in their
valuable book, Al-Isharat and Al-Tanbih is the eighth model. And he defines pleasure
as follows: "Pleasure is in fact, receiving and achieving something, therefore it is the
recipient of perfection and goodness" (Ibn Sina, 2009, vol. 1, p. 417).

In Asfar, Mulla Sadr defines pleasure and knowledge as follows: He considers
pleasure as the perception of the perfection of existence, which is doubtful, and
believes that the perfection of the animal powers in man is the attainment of the
special requirements of this power and the perfection of special powers for man. The
status of complete and pure celibacy is one of the gentleness of animal forces and the
actualization of the human rational soul, from which the truth of happiness is the
attainment of the highest degree of perfection that can be assumed for the human
soul (Mulla Sadra, 2009, vol. 2, p. 39).

Ibn Sina did not discuss happiness independently and in detail. He brought this
discussion during the discussion of the resurrection, where the word of reward and
eagle comes. In the origin and resurrection, he has defined happiness as follows: "The
perfection of every creature depends on its special properties and effects. Human
happiness is to reach the petrfection of special human qualities and talents" (Ibn Sina,
1984, p. 109). Ibn Sina did not provide a clear definition of cruelty. But according to
his definition of happiness, we can conclude that cruelty means not reaching true
petfection and being deprived of the ultimate good. Mulla Sadra's definition of
happiness is strongly influenced by his ontology. In this work, he uses the concept of
non-existence. In his definition of happiness, Mulla Sadra writes: "The happiness of
everything and its good is the attainment of something by which the existence of
everything is perfected, and cruelty is the attainment of something that is contrary to
perfection" (Mulla Sadra, 2004, p. 393). Therefore, according to Sadra, the happiness
of any thing is to reach the perfection of that thing and cruelty is against it, because
existence in general is good and happiness, and non-existence is absolutely evil and
cruelty. The perfection of any being is its good, and it is the defect or decline of its
evil, and the understanding of perfection causes pleasure. Perception of defect or
decline causes pain and cruelty (Mulla Sadra, 1991, p. 124).

Finally, we can have a general conclusion that the definition of pleasure and
happiness is more correct and cost-effective from Mulla Sadra's point of view. The
reason can be considered as his philosophical basis, including the originality of
existence, the skepticism of existence. Mulla Sadra considers pleasure as the
perception of perfection. According to the originality of existence, the order of works
is from the realm of existence, and the truth of perfection is nothing but the intensity
of existence. So the more intense the existence, the greater the effects of pleasure.
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Happiness is directly related to existence and goodness. The more existence there is,
the more goodness and happiness it will have.

The relationship between pleasure and happiness in Ibn Sina's philosophy is
influenced by his psychology. And he knows the levels of happiness and pleasure
depend on the levels of the soul and its powers. He believes that in addition to the
powers of the plant and animal souls, man has another power called the rational power
by which he perceives the rational, and therefore, his conscience distinguishes him
from other animals (Ibn Sina, 1999, p. 159).

The important point in the relationship between happiness and pleasure is that Ibn
Sina does not consider happiness as absolute pleasure, but considers a certain type of
pleasure as an example of happiness. Sheikh means pleasure in defining happiness,
pleasure that is superior to other types of pleasure, that is, intellectual pleasure.
Because on the one hand, Ibn Sina considers pleasure as gentle perception and gentle
matter as perfection and actuality specific to the object, and on the other hand, Sheikh
emphasizes many times that the highest characteristic and special action of man that
distinguishes him from other animals is thought and reflection. Is. This means that
Sheikh Saadat considers the perfection and actuality of the power of reason.
Intellectual pleasure, which the Sheikh considers as an example of human happiness,
is the highest level of intellectual perception, ie the connection of the soul to divine
grace and the disappearance of the means between man and the beloved (Ibn Sina,
1960, p. 257).

The relationship between pleasure and happiness has two states, whether they have
a relationship or not, if they have a relationship, or this relationship is equal or
absolute, public and private. People like the Epicureans and the Hedonists (who see
happiness in pleasure) see the relationship between pleasure and happiness as a
relationship of equality and objectivity. The virtuous (who consider pleasure as a part
of happiness and its necessity) consider the relationship between happiness and
pleasure as an absolute public and private relationship. Ibn Sina can be considered a
virtuous philosopher. So it is clear that pleasure and happiness do not have a single
concept. Therefore, pleasure and happiness are two separate realities in terms of
concept, but in terms of instance, they are not the same in this world, and their
relationship is absolute in general and in particular, because every happiness requires
pleasure. Worldly happiness and misery is not real because if one could always enjoy
life, he would be completely happy, but since life is not without pain and suffering,
we can say that the happiest in this world is the one whose pleasures in terms of quality
and quantity It is more than pain and it has two characteristics: qualitative superiority
and quantitative durability. But in the Hereafter, the relationship between pleasure and
happiness is an equal relationship, because the happy one enjoys pleasure, and every
cruelty has knowledge, and whoever feels pleasure is a person of happiness, and
whoever feels pain and suffering is a person of cruelty, and in the Hereafter They are
also the same. Happiness is of the type of perception, perception also varies according
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to the forces and evidences, so each power has a special pleasure and happiness in
proportion to its perception, therefore the highest pleasure and happiness is related
to the power that in terms of Perception, proof, and proof are the strongest, most
intense, permanent and majority, any power that has these characteristics will have the
best happiness and perfection and the most pleasure and the most organic good and
the most intense existence. But in the Hereafter, the relationship between pleasure
and happiness is equal to knowledge and cruelty, because every happiness has
pleasure, and every cruelty has knowledge, and whoever feels pleasure is from
happiness, and whoever feels pain and suffering is from It is cruelty and they are the
same in the Hereafter.

Mulla Sadra has also separated the concept of pleasure and happiness and he says
in the definition of happiness: "Happiness is the attainment of human perfection and
happiness" (Mulla Sadra, 2001, vol. 5, p. 150)

And pleasure is the same as perception of the existence of perfection and
knowledge is the same as perception of the existence of what is anti-perfection. Of
course, in some of his works, he brings joy and happiness together and offers a
definition for both, which seems to be the case. "Pleasure means rational pleasure."
All sages believe that the virtue of pleasure and goodness and happiness is the
perception of something “That is compatible with human nature, and knowledge and
evil and cruelty of perception is something that is incompatible with human truth."
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
